GENERAL FUTURITY PROVISIONS 
 

1. Added Money Classes are open to all breeds.  Horses 
must have registration papers in order to prove age for 
age-specific classes.  Weanlings accepted with copy of 
breeder’s certificate. 

2. Non-Pro is defined as any one who has not derived his or 
her income within the last 5 years from training or 
showing horses.  Such person must be eligible for an 
AQHA Amateur card or Youth card or APHA Amateur or 
Youth card as defined in the AQHA/APHA rule books. 
Final decision on non-pro eligibility is up to show 
management. 

3. Non-Pro Horse Ownership Definition – To be 
ridden by a youth or an amateur member of the owner’s 
family.  Leased horses are eligible if eligible under current 
AQHA or APHA rules. Multiple ownership for non-pro 
entries is not permitted unless allowed under 
AQHA/APHA rules.  Immediate family to be defined 
according to current AQHA/APHA rules. 

4. A multiple judge system will be used.  The points will 
be added in accordance with the AQHA World Show point 
system.  Awards and monies to be given according to final 
placing.   

5. Ties will be broken using a tiebreaker judge determined 
before each class.
